Diseases of Importance
Panleukpenia (P). Infection that causes bloody diarrhea and can be fatal 


(included in the FVRCP)
Rhinovirus (R). Infection that causes respiratory disease Cats of ALL ages are susceptible, but kittens are 
at a higher risk. (included in FVRCP)
Calicivirus (C). Infection that causes respiratory disease. Cats typically acquire feline calicivirus after 
coming into contact with other infected cats, such as in a cattery, boarding facility, strays and 
shelters and the virus may persist in the environment.  (included in FVRCP)
Feline Leukemia Virus (Felv). Acts like human AIDS viruses and can be fatal. Felv is passed from one 
cat to another through saliva, blood, and to some extent, urine and feces. 
Feline Immunodeficiency Virus (FIV). Another virus that acts like human AIDS virus. Disease is usually   
an “older” cat disease. (An effective vaccine does not exist()
Feline Corona Virus disease (FCV/FIP). A sneaky virus that can mutate to cause many different disease 
situations. Severe problems are usually seen in “older” cats. (An effective vaccine does not exist) 
Rabies is a deadly neurological disease. Is required by federal law. It is transmittable to people (
Practical Adult Cat recommendations

· Screening for FIV/Felv Elisa test (or Felv Ifa test only)
· Titers can be run for some of these diseases, and if ok, no vaccines

· FVRCP vaccine annually until 3+ years old, then every 3 years 

· Felv annually for indoor/ outdoor or outdoor only cats, or cats in risk environments

· Rabies #2 is to be given @ the end of year 1, then every three years

· Cat households of more than 4 cats are vaccinated annually for FVRCP

· Cats with a “sketchy,” undocumented, history will be considered like 3 year olds

· We do not routinely recommend FIV, FCV, FIP or Ringworm vaccines, some might benefit with Giardia vaccine

· Medical conditions may dictate further modification of these recommendation – ask the veterinarian
