Diseases of Importance

Distemper (D) is a deadly disease and is frequently fatal (included in combo vaccine DA2PP)


Parainfluenza (P) is a respiratory disease (included in combo vaccine DA2PP)


Adenovirus (A2) cause hepatitis and respiratory disease (included in combo vaccine Da2PP)


Parvovirus (P) is a deadly intestinal infection. Albuquerque has a high incidence of parvovirus! 


(included in combo vaccine DA2PP)


Leptospirosis (L) can cause multi-systemic infections including hepatitis and nephritis. Recommend for 

pets that are exposed to water sources (ditches, rivers, lakes) and where wildlife are present also. 

Rabies is a deadly neurological disease contagious and fatal to humans, required by law for all dogs and 

cats to have. 

Bronchitis (Br) is our label for 3 diseases: Parainfluenza, Adenovirus and Bordetella issues. Recommend 

for people that take their pets to Boarding facilities, Groomers, Pet stores, Dog Parks

Rattlesnake  Rattlesnake bites can kill. If your dog plays with rattlesnakes-get the vaccine


Bordatella (B) causes respiratory disease. This is a separate and stand alone vaccine
Practical recommendations for adult dogs

Annual titers can be run for many of these diseases and specific patients -- and no vaccines


DA2PP is recommended annually until 3+ years old and then every 3 years


Dogs with a sketchy undocumented vaccine history are treated like 3 year old dogs


Leptospirosis is recommended annually


Bronchitis is recommended annually


Rabies #2 is to be given @ the end of year 1, then every three years


Households with more than 4 dogs are vaccinated annually against Da2PP


We do not routinely recommend: Corona and Periodontal vaccines


Lyme vaccine might be useful for dogs traveling to endemic states


High risk situations exist, including Rattlesnake exposure -- let us discuss these situations individually


Medical conditions may dictate further modification of these recommendations – ask the veterinarian
